I pulled up from web. This might be the solution to the error

· Q: Running the RPCTEST diagnostic program results in a WSAECONNREFUSED error message. 

Dr. Broker: The RPCTEST diagnostic program on the client workstation can't connect to the server.

· Verify that the server/port with which the RPCTEST diagnostic program is trying to connect has the Listener process running. Log on to the correct server IP address and do a system status. For example: 

·      D ^%SS
·        or

     D ^%SY
· Verify if the XWBTCPL routine is running in the correct volume/UCI. In VMS, you can use UCX SHOW DEVICE_SOCKET to see if the expected Listener port is listed. 

If any of these conditions do not check out, the Listener is either not running, running on the wrong IP address, or is listening on the wrong port. To correct this, log on to the correct IP address and volume/UCI and start the Listener:

     D STRT^XWBTCP(correct_port)
